Will-Call at the Gator Bowl Association Office on Dec. 30 or 31 from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The office is located on 
the East side of Jacksonville Municipal Stadium to the left of the East Touchdown Club Entrance (One 
Gator Bowl Boulevard, Jacksonville, FL 32202) 
PARKING WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE FOR PICK UP ON GAME DAY. 
 
TRAVELING BY WATER TO THE GAME  
Another option for transportation throughout Downtown is the S.S. Marine water taxi, 
(www.jaxwatertaxi.com) providing unique transportation across the St. Johns River. With five taxi stops 
located along the North- and Southbank Riverwalks, fans can take advantage of transportation from 
Downtown hotels to the Jacksonville Landing and even to the stadium. Fares are $5 per person, each 
way. Shuttle operating hours for this weekend are: 
 
Wednesday (New Year’s Eve) 11 a.m.-2 a.m. 
Thursday (Game Day/New Year’s Day) 9 a.m.-10 p.m. 
Friday 11 a.m.-11 p.m. 
Saturday 11 a.m.-11 p.m. 
Sunday 11 a.m. – 9 p.m. 
 
PARK-N-RIDE TO THE GAME 
The shuttle system will begin operation three hours (10 a.m.) before the 1 p.m. kick off. The shuttle 
locations are:  

• Beaches (South Penman Road, south of Beach Blvd.) 
• JTB (Philips and J. Turner Butler) 
• Kings Avenue Garage (Downtown location) 
• Convention Center (Downtown location) 
• The Jacksonville Landing (board on Hogan Street) (Downtown location) no JTA parking available 

 
Cost for the shuttles is $12 per person at the suburban locations and $7 per person at the Downtown 
locations.  The shuttles will operate one hour after the game has officially ended.  A variety of signage will 
be located along the interstates (I-95, I-10, MLK, Hart Bridge Expressway) to help guide visitors and fans 
to the shuttle locations.  
 
How to purchase shuttle passes: 
Shuttle passes can be pre-purchased online at www.jtafla.com through noon on Dec. 23. In addition, all 
passes can be purchased during shuttle operational hours (three hours prior to kickoff) at the lot location 
of your choice (cash only).
